THE BHAGAVAD GITA - It is the most popular religious book of Hinduignd part of the great

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3) Thdttara MimamsaPhilosophy founded by Vyasa,
4) TheogaPhilosophy founded by Patanjali,

5) TheyayaPhilosophy founded by Gotama,

6) Theaisheshika&Philosophy founded by Kanada,

All the authors of above philosophical system wrtte original books in Sanskrit & very concise
forms called Sutras. Later on, the explanatorysiotecommentaries were written by other
scholars like Shankaracharya, Ramanujacharya, Mattiavya. etc.

THE TANTRAS — Another set of religious system call€dntras parallel to Vedic religion were
developed in Hunduism, where God is believed ale MaFemale, calle®hivaandShakti(has many
other names such &arvati, Durga, Kali, Saradatc.) respectively. Shakti is the creative poaker
Shiva. When Shiva is active, He is called Shakti esnen Shakti is inactive, she is called Shiva. The
Tanaraliterature is vast, and the books are writterhmform of conversations

between Shiva and Shakti (or Parvati). In the thatogues, where Shiva is the speaker and Pasvati i

Most modern Indian cities strive to rise above wityn Tell anybody who lives in Bombay that he
lives in a Maharashtrian city and (unless of couysel are speaking to Bal Thackeray) he will take
immediate offence.

We are cosmopolitan, he will say indigenously. BeDelhiwalla that his is a Punjabi city (which, in
many ways, it is) and he will respond with muchf-sghteous nonsense about being the nation's
capital, about the international composition of ¢iitg's elite etc. And tell a Bangalorean that ived

in a Kannadiga city and you'll get lots of techradfgabout the internet revolution and about how
Bangalore is even more cosmopolitan than Bombay.

But, the only way to understand what Calcutta isudlis recognize that the city is essentially Bdinga
What's more, no Bengali minds you saying that. &athe is proud of the fact. Calcutta's strengths
and weaknesses mirror those of the Bengali characte

It has the drawbacks: the sudden passions, thefahekaos, the utter contempt for mere commerce,
the fiery response to the smallest provocation.

And it has the strengths (actually, | think of Wh&awbacks as strengths in their own way). Calcutta
embodies the Bengali love of culture; the triumph imtellectualism over greed; the complete
transparency of all emotions, the disdain with Wehinypocrisy and insincerity are treated; the warmth
of genuine humanity; and the supremacy of emotiar all other aspects of human existence.

That's why Calcutta is not for everyone. You waaurycities clean and green; stick to Delhi. You
want your cities, rich and impersonal; go to Bomb¥#gu want them high-tech and full of draught
beer; Bangalore's your place. But if you want @ wiith a soul: come to Calcutta.

When | look back on the years I've spent in Cadcatid | come back so many times each year that |
often feel I've never been away - | don't rementberthings that people remember about cities. When
| think of London, | think of the vast open spacéslyde Park. When | think of New York, I think of
the frenzy of Times Square. When | think of Toklythink of the bright lights of Shinjiku. And whe

| think of Paris, | think of the Champs Elysee. tBthen | think of Calcutta, | never think of anyeon
place. | don't focus on the greenery of the maittaanbeauty of the Victoria Memorial, the busife
Burra Bazar or the splendour of the new Howrahdgal. | think of people.

Because, finally, a city is more than bricks andtars, street lights and tarred roads. A city sssbm
of its people. And who can ever forget - or reqiiéc- the people of Calcutta?

When | first came to live here, | was told that dy would grow on me. What nobody told me was
that the city would change my life. It was in Cdtauthat | learnt about true warmth; about simple
human decency; about love and friendship; abouttiem® and caring; about truth and honesty. |
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learnt other things too. Coming from Bombay asdl, diwas a revelation to live in a city where pleop
judged each other on the things that really maltewehere they recognized that being rich did not
make you a better person - in fact, it might hdeedpposite effect.

| learnt also that if life is about more than jusbney, it is about the things that other citiesoig;
about culture, about ideas, about art, and abossiga In Bombay, a man with a relatively low
income will salt some of it away for the day whendets a stock market tip. In Calcutta, a man with
exactly the same income will not know the differebetween a debenture and a dividend.

But he will spend his money on the things that eratEach morning, he will read at least two
newspapers and develop sharply etched views ost#te of the world. Each evening, there will be
fresh (ideally, fresh-water or river) fish on habte. His children will be encouraged to learn &amae

or sing. His family will appreciate the power ofgtry. And for him, religion and culture will be in
inextricably bound together.

Ah religion! Tell outsiders about the importanceRafja in Calcutta and they'll scoff. Don't be silly
they'll say.Puja is a religious festival. And Behlgas voted for the CPM since 1977. How can godless
Bengal be so hung up on a religions festival?Vilend&know how to explain them that to a Bengali,
religion consists of much more than shouting Jai Bam or pulling down somebody's mosque. It has
little to do with meaningless ritual or sinistedipoal activity.

The essence of Puja is that all the passions of@esonverge: emotion, culture, the love of lifeg t
warmth of being together, the joy of celebratidig pride in artistic ex-pression and yes, the @ulhe
goddess.

It may be about religion. But is about much mom@ntiust worship. In which other part of India would
small, not particularly well-off localities, vie W each other to produce the best pandals? Wheee el
could puja pandals go beyond religion to draw iregpn from everything else? In the years | lived
Calcutta, the pandals featured Amitabh Bachchamnc®s Diana and even Saddam Hussain! Where
else would children cry with the sheer emotionalveo of Dashimi, upset that the Goddess had left
their homes? Where else would the whole citygoesafiwhen the dhakis first begin to beat their
drums? Which other Indian festival - in any parttloé country is so much about food, about going
from one roadside stall to another, following yoose as it trails the smells of cooking?

To understand Puja, you must understand Calcutid.t8 understand Calcutta, you must understand
the Bengali. It's not easy. Certainly, you caw'titdtill you come and live here, till you let Calta
suffuse your being, invade your bloodstream andl steur soul. But once you have, you'll love
Calcutta forever. Wherever you go, a bit of Cakuwtill go with you. | know, because it's happened t
me. And every Puja, | am overcome by the magiBesfgal. It's a feeling that'll never go away.

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SHRI RAMAKRISHNA AND THE COMMON People

SWAMI Tathagathananda

“He who was Shri Ramakrishna, whose stream of loffewed with

restless might even to the Chandal (the outcasth, @vho was ever

—Swami Vivekananda;lymns to Shri Ramakrishna

The Gospel of Sri Ramakrishna and The Great Masiaiain innumerable anecdotes of the
Master's unbounded, infinite love for everyone.r@umble aim is to convey the impact of one
aspect of Shri Ramakrishna’s grand and sublimehifeundying concern for common people. A
few well-known examples and some that are lessawhrwill briefly illustrate the power of God’s
love through Shri Ramakrishna, the Avatara.

1. The Master’s loving way of correcting a youngsdiple- One day at Dakshineswar the Master saw
Latu Maharaj (Swami Adbhutananda) harshly reprimand a misbehaving devotee with hurtful words.
After the devotee left, he said to Latu: “It is na@ good to speak harshly to those who come here. @hare
already suffering with worldly problems. If they come here and then are scolded for their shortcomirsy
where will they go? In the presence of holy compannever use harsh words to anyone, and never say
anything to cause pain to another. Tomorrow, visithis man and speak to him in such a way that he Wi
forget what you said to him today.” Latu went thevery next day. The Master asked him, “Did you offe
him salutations from me?” When Latu said no, ShriRamakrishna said, “Go to him again and offer him
my salutations.” Latu did this, which moved the dgotee to tears. When Latu returned, the Master Sdi
“your misdeed is now forgiven.”

2. The starving citizens of Deoghar In 1868, Mathur Nath Biswas accompanied Shri Ramaishna on a
pilgrimage to Varanasi. When they stopped at Deoglr, the Master saw the extreme poverty of the
villagers and wept. He told Mathur, “You are but a manager of Mother's estate. Give these people
sufficient oil to cool their heads and each a piecef cloth to wear and feed them to their fill once.
Mathur replied, “Father, the pilgrimage will requir e much money, and the poor are too many. | may
later be in want of money if | begin to do all that What do you advise under these circumstances?”
Ramakrishna cried out, “You rascal! | will not go to your Kasi. | will remain here with them; they have
none to call their own; | will not leave them behinl and go.” Mathur fulfilled the Master’s wish. Only
then did Ramakrishna proceed gladly with Mathur to Kasi. On another occasion, Shri Ramakrishna
requested Mathur to stop taxing his poverty-stricke tenants at Ranaghat village.

3. _The Master’s last days at Cossipore, 188&t Cossipore, Shri Ramakrishna told M., “I have gore on
suffering so much for fear of making you all weep.But if you all say, ‘Oh, there is so much sufferig! Let
the body die,’ then | may give up the body.” But é@spite his suffering, the Master remained aware dhe
plight of the poor.

4. Rasik, the humble sweeper of the Dakshineswaniple- Rasik was simple and guileless; his pure
heart longed only for God. One day, he prostratetbefore Shri Ramakrishna while he was returning from
the Panchavati absorbed in a spiritual mood and ced out, “What will happen to me?” Shri
Ramakrishna said, “You will see me at the time of dath.” Two years after the Master’s demise, Rasik
became gravely ill. He took only sanctified wate(Charanamrita) and spent his waking hours chanting
God’'s name and praying earnestly for His grace. Rak died with full consciousness visualizing the
presence of the Master .
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5. Bhartabhari- This illiterate temple gardener was loved by Ramkrishna for his simple, good life.
One night, Bhartabhari saw a bright radiance flowing from the Master as he meditated under the bel
tree. He left the spot in fear but the next mornig he fell tearfully at the Master’s feet and said,Master,
please bless me.” Ramakrishna said, “Meditate orhe form that you saw last night. Clean this pathhat
leads to the Panchavati. Many devotees will comete in the future.”

6. Dina Mukherjee- This very good devotee lived near Baghbazaar and wavery poor. The Master so
loved the pure in heart that he did not wait to benvited to their homes. One day Ramakrishna asked
Mathur to take him to Dina’s house. It was so smaland crowded with people that they could not finda
place to sit. On their way back to Dakshineswar, Mthur complained to Ramakrishna about these
inconveniences but the Master remained very lightteted about it.

7. The Master's mercy for aTemple PriestChandra Haldar, a priest of the Kali temple at Kalighat and
Mathur's family priest, envied Mathur's steadfast loyalty to the Master. He was convinced that the
Master had cast a secret spell over Mathur and askeRamakrishna to teach it to him. Haldar’s failure to
extract a magical formula from Ramakrishna botheredhim. One day Halder visited Mathur's Janbazar
house and found the Master alone in an ecstatic mdplying on the floor in a poorly lighted room. He
kicked him several times, leaving black marks fromhis boots on the Master's body. Shri Ramakrishna
related this story one day to Narendra and other deotees at Shyampukur when Doctor Sarkar, his chief
medical supervisor enquired about this markings onmaster.s body. Ramakrishna said, “Everybody
wanted to tell Mathur Babu about it, but | forbade them.” Because Mathur might punish the priest
harshly. When Mathur found out about it he remarked, “Father, if | had known that then, he would have
been killed.” Master replied “you see, Haldar redly believed me to be the possessor of some magic
charm. |tried my best to remove this false ideardm his mind, but | could not do it.”

8. Girish Chandra Ghosh - Girish Ghosh, a hopeless Bohemian devotee of ShraRakrishna is well
known for his love for Thakur. Ramakrishna made Grish feel his eternal love. Girish testified to his:

One night, in a euphoric and drunken mood, | was iting a house of prostitution with
two of my friends. But suddenly | felt an urge tovisit Sri Ramakrishna. My friends and | hired a
carriage and drove out to Dakshineswar. It was la& at night, and everyone was asleep. The three
of us entered Sri Ramakrishna’'s room, tipsy and reeng. Sri Ramakrishna grasped both my
hands and began to sing and dance in ecstasy. Tiheught flashed through my mind: “Here is a
man whose love embraces all—even a wicked man likee, whose own family would condemn me
in this state. Surely this holy man, respected bihe righteous, is also the saviour of the fallen.”

After the passing of Shri Ramakrishna, during a wekly meeting of the Ramakrishna Mission at
the house of Balaram Bose (August 15, 1897) Girigtaid, “I have never received such love from anyone.
To me, Sri Ramakrishna is the Lord; he is God-incanate. A single utterance of his removed the doubts
of a lifetime from my mind. Even now, if | see dohts begin to stir, | think of him. Immediately they
vanish and do not rise again. | find that it is no difficult to obey him, love him, and worship him. But
indeed, it is difficult to forget him.”

One hot afternoon Girish visited Shri Ramakrishnain the Cossipore House. The Master’s could
no longer move without help; therefore, he asked Lta to give Girish some of the snacks from Fagu’s
famed shop in Baranagore. “There is some nice watbere,” Ramakrishna said. He crawled across the
floor to offer Girish the cool water from the jug himself, apologizing that no cooler water was availae.
Girish’s good friend Kalipada Ghosh, a bohemian like himself, was also blessed by Shri Ramakrishna and
became his very close devotee.

When the monks at Benares asked Girish to spetileto about Shri Ramakrishna, he mentioned

the day he saw Shri Ramakrishna weeping unconbiglit Dakshineswar. Extremely taken aback
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by this unexpected behavior, Girish asked the Mastexplain. He told Girish that the able-
bodied Nityananda, disciple of Shri Chaitanya, @fad easily to his devotees’ homes, whereas his

own physical weakness forced him to go to homdsflevotees by horse-carriage or boat.

9. Bhagavati the maidservart Bhagavati, the elderly maidservant at Dakshineswa had led an
immoral life in her younger days. Shri Ramakrishna knew her for many years and was very
compassionate to her. Still, at Dakshineswar on he 4, 1883 with M. and Rakhal Maharaj present she
touched his holy feet:

Like a man stung by a scorpion, Shri Ramakrishna stod up and cried out, “Govinda!
Govinda!” A big jar of Ganges water stood in a coner of the room. He hurried there, panting,
and washed with the holy water the spot the maidseant had touched. The devotees in the room
were amazed to see this incident. Bhagavati sat iistruck dead.

Ramakrishna told her gently, “You should salute mefrom a distance” and consoled her by
singing three songs about the Divine Mother. Bhagati later fulfilled the Master’'s two requests of her
that day: she made several pilgrimages and donatdter money to charity.

10. The Master transforms Binodini and Manmatha On September 21, 1884, Shri Ramakrishna saw
a performance of the religious play,Chaitanya Lila, at the Star Theatre, managed by Girish Chandra
Ghosh, who selected the actress Binodini for the rimarole of Shri Chaitanya. In spite of her unchase
lifestyle, Shri Ramakrishna praised Binodini and bessed her profusely after the performance, pourinbis
love upon her as he pressed his hands to her headtlwthe words, “Mother, be illumined.” After
receiving Shri Ramakrishna'’s blessed touch, Binodinbegan to regard him as the living God. He fulfied
her longing to see him again during his last dayste&shyampukur. Kalipada Ghosh agreed to take her
there but fearing that the Master’s cautious discifes might turn her away due to his frailty, Kalipada
advised her to dress like a European gentleman. ahnks to her ingenuity, she was led to the Master,ho
was amused by their clever action. He spoke brigfwith her and was satisfied that she had improveter
way of life. He gave her simple spiritual instrucibns “that she might have faith in and reliance orGod,
and bade goodbye to her soon afterwards. She shighrs of joy and repentance, touched adoringly his
holy feet with her head and went away . . .” Shetiched his feet when he was in an ecstatic mood.

In her autobiography, Binodini wrote, “I don’t care if people of the world look down upon my
sinful life. | was blessed by Sri Ramakrishna. Hi loving, hopeful message still sustains me. Whéam
terribly depressed | see his sweet, compassionatecé in my heart and hear his voice, “Sayari guru,
guru Hari (God is your guru, and the guru is your God).” Atfer Shri Ramakrishna passed away, Binodini
voluntarily gave up her profession at the height oher career on January 1, 1887, She married and gan
to worship God with devotion. We do not want to elborate further.

The notorious wrestler and robber Manmatha was feagd by the toughest gangs of Calcutta.
Yogin Ma lived nearby in Nebubagan and used to visiShri Ramakrishna at Dakshineswar despite her
brother Hiralal's strong disapproval. It was when she invited Ramakrishna to her house that Hiralal
hired Manmatha to intimidate the Master and preventhim from visiting devotees in Baghbazar. But as
Swami Akhandananda wrote in his reminiscences, “Afr Manmatha saw the Master and heard a few
words from him, he fell at his feet and said to himweeping, ‘My Lord, | am guilty. Please forgive mée
The Master replied: ‘All right. Come one day to D&shineswar.” Manmatha asked Swami
Akhandananda to accompany him to Dakshineswar a fewdays later and he agreed. Manmatha
approached the Master who simply touched him. Thisnere touch gradually transformed Manmatha
completely. Ramakrishna treated him affectionately He asked him to put on again his sacred threachd
led him to the Kali temple where he blessed him. féer just one or two visits Manmatha began repeatig
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“Priyanath, Priyanath” (Dear Lord, Dear Lord) constantly, remaining in Calcutta. Swami

Akhandananda reported seeing him at the Baranagor&lonastery, when Swami Vivekananda and other
swamis were there. Manmatha was constantly repeaty, “Priyanath, Priyanath.” Completely detached

from the world, he died peacefully in due course dime.

11. The Master’s love for Animals -Two stray cats used to roam around the Dakshineshwa emple.
Though Shri Ramakrishna was always absorbed in Go@onsciousness, his compassionate heart noticed
their pitiable condition. After considerable hesiation, the Master asked a female devotee to take reaof
them at her house. Although Shri Ramakrishna’s wad is a command to devotees, we must take note of
Shri Ramakrishna’s manner of approaching that devote, who was thrilled with his proposal. Shri
Ramakrishna also got a promise from devotee to camue caring for the cats herself and not send thero
anyone else. This very great devotee was the wifENavagopal Ghosh, of high spiritual quality.

Shri Ramakrishna often went to the homes of devoés in a horse carriage. Sometimes, the horses
were undernourished and he was painfully aware ofiteir burden whenever there was a heavy load of
passengers. If the coachman whipped the horsesspur them on, Shri Ramakrishna felt as if he himsél
was being whipped. Therefore, he usually requestdd be driven in a carriage sent by his devotee Ben
Pal, who always provided a carriage with strong, hathy horses. It is sufficiently known that Shri
Ramakrishna’s heart always bled at the sight of misry, that of creatures and humans alike.
